
CASE DIGEST:  AFGE, Loc. 916, 73 FLRA 778 (2024) 
 

The Arbitrator issued an award finding the Agency did not violate the parties’ 
collective-bargaining agreements when it denied the grievant weekend overtime.  The 
Arbitrator found there was a past practice of denying weekend overtime to employees 
who missed work on the day immediately preceding the overtime shift.  The Union filed 
exceptions to the award on contrary-to-Agency-regulation and essence grounds.  The 
Authority denied the exceptions because they failed to demonstrate the award was 
deficient.
